Mon Luke 4:16-21 When Jesus taught in the synagogue, it was
not only as another prophet, but as the fulfiller of prophecy
proclaiming the “year of the Lord’s favor” (v19). As we enter a
new year, we may recognize our poverty, captivity, afflictions,
or oppressions. His answer: it is another year of the Lord’s favor
in Christ.

Tues Romans 8:24-32 Looking forward, we recognize our
weakness and long for the redemption of our bodies. The Spirit
helps us in our weakness. Indeed, the friune God is on our side
and will in this and every year graciously fill our every need
(v32)!
