
When neither sun nor stars 
appeared for many days, 
and no small tempest lay on 

us, all hope of our being saved was at last abandoned. 21 
Since they had been without food for a long time, Paul stood 
up among them and said, "Men, you should have listened to 
me and not have set sail from Crete and incurred this injury 
and loss. 22 Yet now I urge you to take heart, for there will be 
no loss of life among you, but only of the ship. 23 For this very 
night there stood before me an angel of the God to whom I 
belong and whom I worship, 24 and he said, 'Do not be afraid, 
Paul; you must stand before Caesar. And behold, God has 
granted you all those who sail with you.' 25 So take heart, men, 
for I have faith in God that it will be exactly as I have been 
told. 33 As day was about to dawn, Paul urged them all to take 
some food, saying, "Today is the fourteenth day that you have 
continued in suspense and without food, having taken 
nothing. 34 Therefore I urge you to take some food. For it will 
give you strength, for not a hair is to perish from the head of 
any of you." 35 And when he had said these things, he took 
bread, and giving thanks to God in the presence of all he 
broke it and began to eat. 36 Then they all were encouraged 
and ate some food themselves. 37 (We were in all 276 persons 
in the ship.) 38 And when they had eaten enough, they 
lightened the ship, throwing out the wheat into the sea.

You pour out material blessings 
upon us, and we devour them, always looking for more, never 
content with what You have given. We care more about the 
gifts than we do about You, the Giver. Worst of all Lord, we let 
the things of this world and our desire for them obscure the 
most wonderful gift You have given – forgiveness through the 
death of Your Son. Forgive us for our failure to thank, praise, 
serve and obey you; send your Spirit and retune our hearts to 
rejoice always with thanksgiving. For Jesus' sake. Amen. 

P Rejoice people loved by God! For your Father has heard your 
prayer. He has provided a sacrifice; you will not die. By the 
blood of Jesus Christ, all your sins have been washed away. 
As a minister of our Lord, according to His command and by 
His authority, all sins of thought and word and deed, your 
thanklessness and your selfishness, I forgive in the name of the 
Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.

19 And my God will supply every need of yours 
according to his riches in glory in Christ Jesus. 20 To our God 
and Father be glory forever and ever. Amen.
