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A Bible Study on Luther’s Large Catechism was begun this 
morning. If you were unable to make it to Bible Study, but 
would like to follow along, we read pages 7-12 (the Preface) 
and discussed the questions at the end of the section. If you 
have a copy of Luther’s Large Catechism with Study 
Questions and were not able to attend, I’d encourage you to 
read and answer the questions on your own. 

Today, we read, “[The devil] cannot hear or endure God’s 
Word. God’s Word is not like some other silly babbling. . . But 
as St. Paul says in Romans 1:16, it is “the power of God.” Yes 
indeed, it is the power of God that gives the devil burning 
pain and strengthens, comforts, and helps us beyond 
measure.” Therefore, this week, be certain to dust off your 
Catechisms, open your Bibles, and read!  
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Strengthen the weak hands, 
And make firm the feeble 
knees. 4 Say to those who are 

fearful-hearted, "Be strong, do not fear! Behold, your God will 
come with vengeance, With the recompense of God; He will 
come and save you." 5 Then the eyes of the blind shall be 
opened, And the ears of the deaf shall be unstopped. 6 Then 
the lame shall leap like a deer, And the tongue of the dumb 
sing. For waters shall burst forth in the wilderness, And streams 
in the desert. 7 The parched ground shall become a pool, And 
the thirsty land springs of water; In the habitation of jackals, 
where each lay, There shall be grass with reeds and rushes.
