Prayers for Bangladesh – Pastor Monotosh, his family, and our 
brothers and sisters in Christ have been sheltering in their 
homes as Bangladesh has been embroiled in violent 
protests over economic policies and other issues. Nearly 100 
people have been killed. The prime minister 
recently resigned and left the country. Pastor Monotosh 
reports that Muslim jihadists have taken advantage of the 
unrest to persecute minority Christians and Hindus through 
beatings and destruction of church buildings and temples. 
The government has shut down internet access to disrupt 
communication among the protestors. Pastor Monotosh has 
found a way for limited email access through a VPN. 
Missionary Ohlmann will continue to correspond with Pastor 
Monotosh for online theological classes and to discuss and 
assess the situation to make plans for a visit when advisable. 
Ask for the Lord’s protection of His children and give them 
confidence and boldness in the love of our Savior. Pray that 
our Savior will bring peace and justice to Bangladesh.
