God 
will give them the response to give (v19) and salvation in the 
end (v22).     

Tues    Matthew   10:28-31   When brought face to face with 
those who can kill the body, Jesus says not to fear!  God, who 
watches over the smallest details in all of creation, is in fact 
“your Father” (v29).         

Wed    Matthew   10:32-38   Even when the path leads to op-
position, it also brings the opportunity to confess that Jesus is 
our Lord and Savior.  He who loved us and laid down His life 
to save us forever is our greatest love and truest Friend! 

Thurs    Ephesians   2:19-22     Whether we are Jew or Gentile, 
or any other human designation, in Christ we are members of 
God’s household.

Fri    Proverbs   4:14-19     It does indeed make a difference 
which path we walk down, and we are urged to walk the way 
of the righteous (v18).  The difference is that of light and dark-
ness.

Sat    Proverbs   4:20-23     The Word of our heavenly Father in 
our hearts: this is the source of life.  From this flows the life that 
follows the path which is like the light of dawn, shining brighter 
and brighter until it is day (v18).

12 Are not 
Abana and Pharpar, the rivers of Damascus, better than all 
the waters of Israel? Could I not wash in them and be clean?" 
So he turned and went away in a rage. 13 But his servants
