Wed Luke 18:1-8 Keep on praying, as you might seek
justice from a judge whose heartis notinit. Even he may come
through when pressed. Will not God, whose heart is in it (“His
chosen ones,” v7), send help when you call?

Thurs Ephesians 4:8-16 The Lord answers the needs of
His people, often through other people, whom He has gifted
for just this purpose. “He causes the growth of the body so that
it builds itself up in love” (v16).

Fri 1 Kings 17:1-6 Eljah comes to King Ahab to
announce a drought in the land, God’s judgment for idolatry.
While such news might put the messenger in danger from
Ahab, God provides for His servant in a miraculous way!

Sat  1Kings 17:7-16 When even the stream sustaining
Elijah dries up, God continues to provide for His servant through
a widow who is facing starvation herself! Truly it is God who
provides for us all!
